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 LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 59 OF THE CODE OF THE

INCORPORATED VILLAGE OF VALLEY STREAM ENTITLED “PEACE AND GOOD ORDER” TO INCREASE VARIOUS FINES AND PENALTIES.


Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Incorporated Village of Valley Stream as follows:


Section 1:



Section 59-4 is hereby repealed and new section 59-4 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:



Any person, firm, company, association, corporation or business of any kind violating this article shall be liable for and forfeit and pay a penalty or fine not exceeding $500.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation thereof.  Said violation shall constitute and is hereby declared to be disorderly conduct, and any person violating this article shall be and is hereby declared a disorderly person.


Section 2:


Section 59-6 is hereby repealed and new section 59-6 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:

Any person or persons, firm, company, association, corporation or

business of any kind violating any provision of this article shall be liable to a penalty or fine not exceeding $500.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation thereof, and in addition thereto, each such violation shall constitute disorderly conduct, and every person violating the same shall be and is hereby declared a disorderly person.


Section 3:


Section 59-8 is hereby repealed and new section 59-8 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:

Any person or persons, firm, company, association, corporation or

business of any kind  violating the provisions of this article shall be liable to a fine not exceeding $500.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation thereof.  Any violation of this article shall constitute disorderly conduct, and any person violating the same shall be a disorderly person.


Section 4:


Section 59-20 is hereby repealed and new section 59-20 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:

Any person, firm, company, association, corporation or business of any

kind violating this article shall be liable for and forfeit and pay penalty or fine not exceeding $1,000.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation thereof.  Said violation shall constitute and is hereby declared to be disorderly conduct, and any person violating this article shall be and is hereby declared a disorderly person.


Section 5:


Section 59-29 is hereby repealed and new section 59-29 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:

Each violation of this article shall constitute a separate offense and, upon

conviction, shall be subject to the following:


A.
For the first offense under this article, a fine of not less than

$500.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation, or by both such fine and imprisonment.


B.
For a second or subsequent offense under this article, a fine of  $500.00 and/or fifteen (15) days in jail for each violation, or by both such fine and imprisonment.


Section 6:


Section 59-43 is hereby repealed and new section 59-43 is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:

Any person, firm, company, association, corporation or business of any

kind convicted of an offense of any provision of this article shall be subject to a fine of not more than $500.00 and fifteen (15) days in jail, or both.


Section 7:  
Full Force and Effect.

Except as hereinabove repealed and/or amended, the remainder of Chapter 59 shall remain in full force and effect.


Section 8:
Repealer.


All ordinances, local laws or resolutions, or parts of ordinances, local laws or resolutions of the Incorporated Village of Valley Stream inconsistent with the provisions of this local law are hereby repealed, provided, however, that such repeal shall be only to the extent of such inconsistency and in all other respects this local law shall be in addition to other legislation regulating and governing the subject matter covered by this local law.


Section 9:
Severability.


If any section, paragraph, subdivision or provision of this local law shall be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional, the same shall not affect the validity of this local law as a whole or any part or provision thereof, other than the part so decided to be invalid or unconstitutional.


Section 10:
When Effective.


The foregoing provisions shall take effect immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.
