

INCORPORATED VILLAGE OF VALLEY STREAM
LOCAL LAW 9 - 2018

A LOCAL LAW TO AMEND CHAPTER 78 OF THE CODE OF THE
INCORPORATED VILLAGE OF VALLEY STREAM ENTITLED “STREET AND SIDEWALK OPENINGS AND EXCAVATIONS” TO INCREASE VARIOUS FINES AND PENALTIES.

	Be it enacted by the Board of Trustees of the Incorporated Village of Valley Stream as follows:

	Section 1:
	
	Section 78-13, is hereby repealed and new section is adopted and inserted therein, in lieu thereof, to read as follows:
 
		Any person who himself or itself or by his or its agent or employee shall make or cause or permit to be made any excavation or opening on or under the surface or pavement of any street, alley, sidewalk or public place without a permit as required by this chapter or who shall violate any of the provisions or rules or regulations made in pursuance thereof or who, having his permit declared null and void, upon the continuance of such work shall, upon conviction thereof, be subject to a fine up to $1,000.00, and each day on which such violation continues shall constitute a separate offense.  Any violation of this chapter or any part thereof shall constitute disorderly conduct, and any person violating this chapter or any part thereof shall be and is hereby declared a disorderly person.  In addition to the above stated fine, such person may be sentenced to up to fifteen (15) days in jail.

	The foregoing and all other fines provided for in Chapter 78 may be changed from time to time by the Board of Trustees, by resolution.

	Section 2:	Full Force and Effect.

	Except as hereinabove repealed and/or amended, the remainder of Chapter 78 shall remain in full force and effect.

	Section 3:	Repealer.

	All ordinances, local laws or resolutions, or parts of ordinances, local laws or resolutions of the Incorporated Village of Valley Stream inconsistent with the provisions of this local law are hereby repealed, provided, however, that such repeal shall be only to the extent of such inconsistency and in all other respects this local law shall be in addition to other legislation regulating and governing the subject matter covered by this local law.

	Section 4:	Severability.

	If any section, paragraph, subdivision or provision of this local law shall be adjudged invalid or held unconstitutional, the same shall not affect the validity of this local law as a whole or any part or provision thereof, other than the part so decided to be invalid or unconstitutional.
