Coast Guard Names Cutter After Valley Streamer  

Hometown Hero Immortalized  

 Valley Streamer Clarence Sutphin, Jr. graduated  

Central High School in 1941, the same year he enlisted in the 

United States Coast Guard.  This was the beginning of what 

was to become Sutphinôs storied military career, which took 

him to North Africa, Sicily and eventually the Pacific Theatre.  

It was there, during the  Battle of Saipan, that his                               

extraordinary actions earned him the Bronze Star for his 

ñexceptional bravery under fire.ò  

 Sutphin passed away in 1992, at the age 68.  Thirty 

years later, to the surprise of his family who knew nothing of 

his military heroism, he was officially immortalized when a 

154-foot Coast Guard Fast Response Cutter was named in his 

honor. The Clarence Sutphin Jr.  was officially                     

commissioned on April 21, 2022, at the Intrepid Air and 

Space Museum in Manhattan. In attendance were proud 

members of his family and representatives of his hometown 

of Valley Stream the likes of Central High School Principal      

Joseph Pompilio and history teacher and military veterans                   

historian Chris Chritchley (pictured right).  

 A commemorative plaque will be on display at Village 

Hall honoring this Valley Stream hero. To read more about 

Clarence Sutphinôs distinguished career, scan the QR code to 

the right.  

Valley Stream Mayor Ed Fare, a Valley 
Stream Central graduate himself, attended 

commissioning ceremonies for the Clarence 
Sutphin Jr., and presented a citation on behalf 

of the Village of Valley Stream to the cutterôs 
Commanding Officer, David Anderson.   

 The Village of Valley Streamôs administration and staff 
are continuing their commitment to a clean, green and quieter 

environment with the purchase of new, battery operated                  

landscaping equipment and a dedicated trailer that will soon be 

outfitted with solar panels that will power each item.  The tools 

include a lawn mower, riding mower, hand held line trimmer 

and hand held leaf blower.   

 The new tools are assigned to a dedicated crew of Parks                          

Department personnel who will be solely responsible for their 

use and upkeep.  Mayor Ed Fare along with  the Village Board 

of Trustees have reaffirmed their commitment to ñgoing greenò 

as older, gasoline powered equipment is replaced.
